Ifthe growing durian exports to
China — as well as its preduction
— are anything to go by, there is
room for more, as the ministry

*mulls introducing a different
varlant and durlan-based prod-
ucrs to satiare the growing ap-
petite of consumers there.

Malaysla is eyeing a blgger
share of the China market, which
imports some 300,000 tonnes of
durian annually, mainly from
Thailand.

A source todd the New Srrales

Times the ministry was locking

into Imposing a quota for durian
kampung, identified as “B88* by
the Malaysian agriculture au-
tharites, as a requirement for ex-
porters.

“That means exporters must al-~

locate a certain amount, raaybe
five or 10 per cent for durian kam-
pung, along with the Musang
King, that will be marketed over-
$eas.”

Agriculture and Agro-based In-
dustry Minister Damk Salahud-
dln Ayub said the matter had yst
to be finalised and that it was still
in the planning stages.

He said based on his observa-
tions, prices of durian kampung
were stable and had not dipped
below RMS per kg.

“Rlght from Johot to up north
in Perlis, we haven't seen prices
dropping. 1 went back to my
hometown recently and had good
durian, which I bought for RM10
perkg.
“When the government [s se-
riously involved (in decislon-
making and implementation),
businesses will get a boost,
not only Musang King suppliers
but durian kampung sellers as
well.

“I have informed durlan ex-
porters about the need to maln-

tain integrity and food safety, as
well as to follow procedures.
Don't kill the golden goose (Mu-
sang King). Don't make any mis-
take at chis atage.”

He said the minoistry and its

agencies were looking at outlin- |

ing policiés to ensure growth of
the downstream sector as well.

“Malaysla started exporting
frozen durian in the form of pulp
and pastein 2011.

“With texture similar to tem-
payak {fermented durian), durian
paste 1s used {n food products like
ice-cream.

“Soon, we will have policies on .

how we can help the durian
downstream sector grow. The

Tt was reported. thar the coun-
iry'stotal durian exports to China
atood at RM9.44 million, or 235.62
tonnes, last year.

Apart from China, Malaysia ex-
ports durlan to Singapore, Thal-
land, Hong Kong, Australia and
the United States, which makes
up 17,000 tonnes of durlan each
year, ot 5.8 per ceot of annual
production.

Hepe from China sald she en-
joyed Musang King for its sweet
and creamy taste.

“We eat durian in Beljing,” sald
Hepe, who was visiting Kuala
Lumpur for the first tlme with her
partner.

Another group of tourists from
Hunan and Guangdong
provinces told the New Straits

+ Thmes tasting the durian for the
first time in Malaysta was & dé-
lightful experlence.

DurlanBBE Park part-titne em-
ployee Luson Sia, 19, sald apart
from tourists from China, cus-
tomers Included Indonesiansg
and locals.

“Many tourists from China pre-
fer sweeter varieties like Musang
King and D2. Indoneslan tourists
also love Musang King. Locals
usually choose varletles that are
in seasen. But the most sought-
after varlants are Musang King
and D24.

“As airlines do not allow durfan
on board flights due to its strong
smell, tourlsts can opt to buy
durian-based products llke
wafers, four-in-one coffee and tea
mixtures, chocolates and nuggets
to bring home,

“We market the products at our
outlet In Hong Kong,” he said,
adding that ptices of durian de-
petided on the supply.

He sald for instance, Musang
King, priced at RM50 per kgat the
outlet, could fetch up to RMI100
perkg. i
