Perak Fisherics Deparcment di-
rector Zakl Mokri said 103 wurtles
landed on the beaches of Pasir
Banjang Beach, Segarl and Teluk
Ketapatig, Pangkor fast year, pro-
ducing 12,000 cgps.

According to Zaki, wurtle egg
theft remains a challenge.

“We hope the state government
can immediately gazette meth-
ods of fishing (turtles) in Perak so
thar proper management and

“Tt can also boost conservation
of turtles Lo prevent extinction
and egg theft cases, while also
instilling public awarenesson the
matter,” he said, adding that the
matter had been brought to the
stare povernment’s attention last
year.
