The M scheme, which he introduced
and implemented togeldher with the State
Agriculture Department n response (2 Lhe
then Government's call 1o nergase rice
productlon, helped invscase the State's
production (046,000 LONNES per season in
1999, [rom 40,000 lonnes previously,

Lim, who was Chaitman of the Sabah
Assoclatlon of Paddy Plonghers and Haz-
vesters (SAPPH), said the integrated padi
planﬂnﬁ services offered by the associa-
tion had also managed to increase paci
cultivation area by 4o per cent then,

‘Some 4,000 1o 5,000 idle padi lands
were planted Mtl;l;:ﬁulps capable of pro-
ducln%smle'ryle 5. Besides, the scheme
also offered lucrative income of RM2 500
and above for every hectare planied.

Theincrease in praduction al That time
helped rechuce rice impaoris by 20 per cont,
from RM179 milllon a year. But the scheme,
which also relied on government subsicdy,
had to be stopped shortly after that due to
the recession. A

“I can still help the Government, with
the avallability of modem technologics,
equipment and good sced!ings. And also
the management of the padl field, which
would be the lirst step, to enable the use of
mechanisation. We dion't want to lrave pot-
holes in the paddy felds which will beeak
down the tractors and 50 on,” Lim said.

He: said havinug been in Sabah forabout
38 years, he know what's going on in the
Stale in terms of experience, technology,
management of the padi ficld, and irriga-
tion,

Lim said to make the Stale Govern-
ment's effort a suecess would require leam
work, good land prepatation and mecha-
nisation.

At the height of the PPH scheme, he
said, they ha«f 45 tractors and nine com-
blne hnrvesters, as well as 65 skilled field
staff,
