KUALA LUMPUR: Sarawak is on a
quest to build agro parks focusing
on -agricultural production in line
with its target to be a food exporter
by 2030, Tan Sri Abang Johari Tun
Openg says.

The Sarawak Premier said the
state plans to open up 405ha to
build the agro parks in various pla-
ces, including in the Bintulu and
Kuching regions that were near
ports to ensure an export-oriented
production.

He said Malaysia was a country
rich with land but it should be
developed professionally with the
latest technology to minimise food
imports.

The Sarawak government, he
said, has outlined measures to
transform the agricultural sector to
move the sector to the next level
and strengthen Malaysia in terms of
food security.

Abang Johari added that the agra
parks — which are similar to indus-
trial parks - would be equipped
with the latest digital infrastructure
and subdivided with anchor com-
panies.

“Anchor companies will help
small producers by acting as whole-
salers and moving things directly to
the market.

“When you produce digitally, you
can produce more efficiently
because you don’t need labour, just
a common centre and devices that
are connected to your farm.

“This is also what the Federal
Government is moving towards,

—

which is digital production, not only
in agriculture but -across all sec-
tors,” he said.

With this, Abang Johari said, the
Federal Government has allocated
RM2bil to Sarawak to roll out 5G

infrastructures, adding that
Sarawak would also be investing in
logistics by procuring two cargo
planes to transport food for export,
particularly to Singapore as the
state was also exporting tilapia fish
to the republic daily.

He added that Sarawak was also

setting up a satellite campus to
research increasing agriculture
production.

“When we talk about food securi-
ty, you need to have very strong
research and development,” he
said.

“In Japan, they have three sea-
sons to produce rice.” Maybe
Malaysia can have two that will be
based on technology and human
intellect.”

‘Agricu'l.t"ure' has potential to break cycle of poverty’

KUALA LUMPUR: Even though
remium Sarawak foodstuff is in
gh demand, locals are still hesi-

tant to pursue a career in farming,

Sarawak entrepreneurs say.
Brendan Kon, founder and man-

aging director of Kenyalang - a

.company that sells Sarawak-grown

rice, including a fragrant variety
called hiris - said biris was Eopular
some 30 to 40 years ago, but has
since gone nearly extinct along
with the younger generation’s dis-
interest to dabble in the agricul-
ture sector.

“Over the past 15 years, this type
of rice has hardly been seen in the
market, and the supply has become
more scarce over the years, with
only one village in the interior of
Sarawalk still producing it," he said.

To build a wider market, Kenya-

lang launched the hiris rice in
modern packaging to empower
farmers and help them market their
produce to modern society.

“We want to help farmers earn a
livelihood and bring them out of the
cycle of poverty and send the mes-
sage out to the younger generation
that the agriculture industry is
another potential industry to con-
sider,” he said.

Brendan said Sarawak produces
one of the best rice in the region,
especially the highland range of
heirlaom rice which was unadulter-
ated and traditionally produced in a
very clean and unpolluted environ-
ment,

Heirloom variety is when the
original seed of the plant is replant-
ed repeatedly throughout the years,
often in small quantities,

Carus Group of Companies exec-
utive director Keelan Woon said
Sarawak pepper was among the
best in the world. It has a steady
demand, yet, lacked in supply.

He said locals need to know that
they could draw consistent income
from their local produce with the
help of companies that facilitate
marketing.

“A lot of people don’t realise that
Sarawak pepper has an incompara-
ble aroma and flavour,” he said.

Zumara Zakaria, who owns the
Otalii Goreng Pisang stall in Jalan
Pantai Permai, Pantai Dalam,
sald he had to set a higher price
for his signature pisang goreng
and kerepok lekor due to the rise
in cooking oil prices.

The 54-year-old, who has been
operating his stall for eight years,
said hie was dumbfounded by the
drastic rise of up to RM42.50 for
the Skg bottled cooking oil that
he used, describing it as the worst
he had ever seen.

“T'was astonished as I use bot-
tled cooking oil at my stall. I have
to continue using the same brand
and I have to dig deeper into my
pockets. This made me increase
the prices of pisang goreng and
kerepok lekor.

"I am now selling pisang goreng
at RM3 for five pleces compared
with RM2 for five before. As for

kerepok lekor, it is now RM2 for

Sellers say new chicken ceiling
price ensures reasonable profit

KUBANG PASU: Chicken traders
are lauding the government’s
move to raise the ceiling price of
poultry to RM9.40 per kg begin-
ning July 1, saying that it is a win-
win situation for everyone in the
supply chain.

The traders said they no longer
have a reason not to comply with
the new ceiling price.
The previous ceiling
was RM8.90 perkg.

Azhar Ariffin, 53,
who has been plying
his trade at Pasar Be-

‘sar Jitra here since
1998, said traders
were grateful for the
decision as they could
now make a reason-
able profit.

“The new ceiling
price is fair and many
traders will not have
an issue with it. I
don’t understand why anyone
would complain.

“The situation was pretty bad.
The ceiling price was RM8.90 per
kg and we received our supply at
RM9.20 per kg.

“Now, I receive live chickens
from suppliers at RM 7.20 per kg
and sell them at RM 9.40 perkg. It
is fair to me as it is to everyone
else”

Azhar said shortages in previ-
ous months were caused by a
surge in demand during festive
seasons. j

Wan Suzaini Wan Ismail, 48, a
chicken trader at the Changlun
farmers’ market, said the supply
has stabilised as chicken farmers
discontinued thelr protest after
the government start-
ed distributing the
subsidies pledged to
them.

“The previous retail
price was quite unfair.
Many resorted to sell-
ing above the ceiling
price but thankfully,
the current ceiling
price is a win-win sit-
uation forall parties.

“With the current
celling price set at
RM9.40 per kg and
suppliers selling us
Hve chicken at RM640 per kg, a
lot of us are relieved.”

On Saturday, Domestic Trade
and Consumer Affairs Ministry
enforcement director Azman
Adam said there was no excuse
for retailers in rural areas to sell
chicken above the ceiling price.

He was quoted as saying that
the new céiling price, which went
into effect on Friday, was decided

five instead of RM1 for three.

“Then there is the cost of the
Johor-style sambal kicap that I
have to factor in. The price of
chillies has-gone up by RMI0,
from RM20 to RM30 per kg,” he
told the New Straits Times.

Zumara said he was thankful
that he still has a steady flow of
customers who were receptive to
the new prices. -

“I shaw them the bottled cook-
ing oil whenever there are ques-
tions about the higher prices. I
have to be clear with them. If they
feel that they cannot afford it, I
can even give them the pisang
goreng for free.

“Even the price of plastics for
packaging has gone up. The three
times 1 have gone to stock up,
there were different prices each
time and it has been on the rise.”

In the worst-case scenarlo, Zu-
mara sald, the more economic
option was to use the 1kg polybag
cooking oil but scarcity was the

after taking into account the
profit margin and transportation
cost of all players in the supply
chain.

Consumer Association of
Kedah {(Cake) president Mo-
hamad Yusrizal Yusoff said the
new ceiling price seemed a bit
high for consumers, but was fair
for the time being.

“The (ceiling price of) RM9.40
per kg (for chicken) is a bit high
for consumers but it is reasonable
at the moment compared with
the previous price of RM10.50 per
kg, which was a huge burden.

“However, we hope that the
price of chicken can be further
reduced to lessen the burden of
consumers.” :

Yusrizal said the government
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main problem as he had observed
in supermarkets and grocery
shops.

“The shelves are bare. I cannot
wait for them to stock up. My
business has to go on. Otherwise,
I cannot survive and my business
will fold. T have a family to feed.”

Echoing Zumara was Alan
Crispy Fried Chicken food truck
owner Nurul Huda Aras Hasan,
who said her customers in Kajang
have to pay 50 sen more
for a piece of jumbo-sized fried
chicken, as well as chicken
sausages.

The 42-year-old said the new

prices — RM9 and RM4 respec--

tively — were unavoidable as the
cost of chicken and cooking oil
had gone up along with season-
ing, cheese sauces, skewers and
plastic packaging.

She lamented that a packet of
300 skewers had gone up by 20
sen but the quantity had been
reduced, and that the price of

should work to accumulate ex-
cess supplies of chicken as a
mechanism to stabilise prices in
the market.

“We hope to see thé production
of chicken increased because
when there is excess supply, the
price will obviously go down. As
what had happened during the
lockdowns, in certain months,
chicken could be sold at around
RM3.50 to RM4.50 perkg.”

Yusrizal said apart from sub-
sidies, other mechanisms should
be implemented by the govern-
ment.

“At the beginning of this year,
the government gave chicken
subsidies to farmers. But what we
saw was that the price kept going
up, so this was detrimental to the

cheese sauces had also in-
creased.

However, Nurul Huda felt it
was reasonable for her toraise the
price by 50 sen for each snack,
adding that the prices were high-
er at other places.

“I need to take care of my cus-
tomers, too. Raising it by RM1 is
too much. I feel 50 sen is all right.
But even that was questioned as
there were customers who had
casually mentioned the price
rise.

“But after explaining that ev-
erything had gone up, they un-
derstood and they came back
again. They just want to know. If
we are honest, I am sure they will
continue to support my business.

“So far, my business is man-
ageable. To save cost, 1 survey
various supermarkets before
buying the raw ingredients.
