KUALATUMPUR: The Farmers Sub-
sidy and Incentive Scheme, which is
implemented to increase the coun-
try’s rice supply, is not managed
prudently, efficiently and effectively,
according to the Auditor-General’s
Report 2018 Series 2.

The report said weaknesses in
the implementation of the farmer
registration, awarding of subsidy
and incentives to target groups, de-
lays in claim payment by suppliers,
contract signing, in distribution of
fertilisers and issues on the quality
of padi seedlings.

“The annual rice production
dropped between 2.7 million
tonnes (1.4%) and 2.57 million
tonnes (8.5%) during the period.
The average padi production also
did not meet the target,” it said.
According to the report, the drop
was due to the decrease in the size
of padi farming areas, poor quality

padi seedlings and disease attack.

However, the frequency of padi
planting exceeded the target of 1.57
times at 1.75 times.

“The ministry needs to re-evalu-
ate its ePadi system to ensure that
its database is intact and that only
registered farmers receive the allo-
cated subsidies and incentives,”
Nik Azman said in the report
released in Parliament yesterday.

According to the report, records
which date back to 1967 from the
National Registration Department
(NRD) identified 422 farmers who
died six to 23 months ago and
another 2,337 names who have
died for over 10 years.

An inquiry with The Farmers’
Organisation Authority of Malay-
sia (LPP) and NRD via the ePadi,
iPadi and manual registration sys-
tems also confirmed 11,712 deaths
and 5,099 unidentified persons.

Efforts to clear the list have since
been carried out by the ministry
and a full report will be presented
once it is completed.

MoA offers annual subsidies
worth RM1.8 billion annually to
help farmers increase their paddy
yields and [ocal rice.

LPP is tasked with managing the |
payment of subsidies and incen- |
tives on behalf of the ministry.

MoA, in a reply to the A-G on Oct
12, did not downplay the incongruity
but said beneficiaries would still
receive subsidies and incentives. '|

The subsidy scheme was intro- |
duced to increase the production |
of local rice to make the country |
self-sufficient.

“However, over the two-year
period, output had declined by 2.7
million metric tonnes {MT) (1.4%)
to 2.57 mitlion MT (8.5%).

“This meant that rice production
stood at only 7.95 million MT
against the target 8.43 million MT,”
Nik Azman said.

The National Agrofood Policy
2011-2020 projects a 1.3% increase
per annum in rice production from
2.55 million MT in 2010 to 2.91 mil-
lion MT by 2020 )

The ministey has attributed the
downward trend to the decline in
rice cultivation area, poor quality
seeds and crop diseases.
