Bemama quoted Bongawan Fishermen Development Affairs
chairperson Abu Bakar Jamil who thanked Agriculture and Agro-
based Minister Salahuddin Ayub for the allocation said to benefit
some 500 local fishermen.

"I represent the fishermen, especially in Bongawan, to thank the
government for channelling this large allocation,” Abu Bakar
told Bemama today.

"We also hope the govemment is aware of a need to deepen the river and make it easier for fishing boats to go out to sea,” he
said.

Salahuddin had reportedly handed over a cheque replica for the allocation during a function in Bongawan on Friday - one day
before nominations for the ongoing Kimanig parliamentary by-election,

Present was Bongawan assembiyperson Daud Yusuf who is also the assistant to Sabah state agriculture and food Industries
minigter.

Abu Bakar, who also sits on the board of Papar District Fishermen Assoclation, said the allocation to repair the jotty and
upgrads fish storing fadilities will be channelled soon,

He also described the allocation as a new hope for local fishermen to boost their income, after a wait of over 15 years,

At the function, Bernama also reported that Salahuddin had
announced a separate RM90,000 allocation for fishermen from
Kampung Biau, Bongawan, to repair an old jetty in the village.

The villages fall under the Bongawan state seat, one of two
constituencies under the Kimanis parliamentary seat, the cther being
Membakut.

Aside from the allocations to upgrads fishing facilities, Salahuddin
also reportedly handed over a cheque replica for RM3 miltion to the
Papar District Fishermen Association - an RM1 milion Economic
Project Grant and RM2 million Buikling Purchase Grant.

He said the allocations were a sign of the government's commitment to ensure continuity of development plans for fishermen in
the area, as well as to help boost their income.

Meanwhile, former Federal Territories Umno Youth chief Razlan
Rafii took a swipe at Salahuddin for allegedly repeating the same
tactics used during the last Tanjung Piai by-electlon to announce
aides for fishermen,

He claimed that fishermen in Tanjung Piai were promised
RM1,000 in aide but the promise was subsequently forgotten after
Pakatan Harapan's loss to BN.

KUALA LUMPUR, Jan 5 — The fate of local fishermen whose
livelihoods have been depleted by foreigners fishing in
Malaysian waters illegally and damaging its ecosystem,
spurred Agricutture and Agro-based Industry Minister Datuk
Salahuddin Ayub to launch ‘Operasi Naga’ last year, preventing
a loss of about RME billion in fish cateh.

The combined effect of ‘Operasi Naga' (Operation Dragon),
which took effect in April last year, and the amendments to the
Fisheries Act 1985 passed in Parliament on July 9 and which
provide for much stiffer fines, also resulted in RM580 milllon in
savings, in reference to flsh catch brought on shore and the
auctioning of seized boats.

= The operation was jointly undertaken by Salahuddin’s ministry
and three others, comprising the Home Affairs, Defence and Foreign Affalrs ministries.

In an interview with Bernama recently, the minister said, as a result of these efforts, 211 vessels were detained while five others
were sunk for the purpose of serving as fish breeding structures, and as a result of these efforts, this prevented a loss of some
RMB& billlon in fish catch.

He added that the sea ecosystem had also been saved from further damage by the activities of foreign fishermen who had
been sailing in Malaysian waters with impunity, using ilfegal fishing equipment.
