katanya.

Dalam pada itu, Bakri berkata, dakwa-
an mengenai ikan dan anjing penduduk

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TAMBUN POMELO WASTING AWAY

THE row of shops selling Tambun pomelo near the
Sam Poh Tong Temple in Ipoh, Perak used to be
crowded with customers prior to the Covid-19
pandemic.Traders were able to sell up to 40 fruits on
a good day.But as with most businesses, they have
been hit hard by the prolonged lockdowns.Some of
the traders are doing their best to hold on to their
business, hoping that sales will revive post-
pandemic.

A trader, who only wanted to be known as Ng, in her
60s, said she has already dug deep into her reserve
funds to stay afloat."That money was meant for my
future when | am no longer working, but there are
daily expenses, bills and loans to pay.“The money |
get from sales nowadays can hardly cover any of
those. It is a really difficult period for all of us.

“We are thankful to the Ipoh City Counclil for giving us a waiver on rental and a moratorium as it has

lessened our burden a little,” she said when met at her shop.Ng, who has been selling pomelo for

the past 30 years, said she was able to sell between 30 and 40 fruits a day before the pandemic.

“Now, it is hard to even sell 10 a week, and there are days when | can’t even sell one."When inter-
state and inter-district travels were allowed last year, | managed to sell some fruits to regular
customers.“But our businesses here rely heavily on tourists and outstation visitors,” she said.Ng
used to have around 100 pomelos in stock each week.

“Now, | only have 30 to 50 fruits. The small ones are sold at between RM5 and RM7, mid-sized ones
at RM10 and big ones are between RM15 and RM18,” she said.Many traders were in a dilemma over
reopening their shaps, she added.”With the pandemic not showing signs of abating soon, many are
scared to reopen for business as they have yet to he vaccinated.

“Some feel it will be futile as there will be no business. A few of us persist with the hope of getting
some sales,” said Ng, who resumed business about two months ago.In the city centre, shopkeeper
Lee Foo Ying, 46, said he has seen a 90% drop in business.”Before this, | never needed to stand
outside my shop to woo customers.Lee is not expecting pomelo sales to increase much in the run-up
to Mid-Autumn Festival next month.



Lee is not expecting pomelo sales to
increase much in the run-up to Mid-
Autumn Festival next month.”l could sell
between 60 and 70 fruits a day before
the pandemic, but there is hardly any
business now.He also sells biscuits at his
shop.”It is been more than a year and
many businesses, especially the small
ones, are suffering,” he added.

years, said he had to let go seven workers
and now runs the shop with his wife.“We’ve been using our reserve funds for over a year.“We were
unable to obtain the wage subsidy scheme,” he lamented.

Lee is not expecting sales to look up in the run-up to the Mid-Autumn Festival, which falls on Sept
21."Business was bad even during Chinese New Year this year and it will be the same for other
festivals. People are just afraid to come out as the cases are still high.“We hope more people get
vaccinated and the pandemic ends so that the state borders can recpen.

“This would give our businesses a chance to survive,” he added.Orchard owner Tan Swee Kong said
the pandemic has resulted in a lot of unsald pomelos.“There is usually an abundance of harvest but
orders have dropped by about 60%.“So it will be meaningless to harvest the fruit as we cannot sell
them.

“Most people do not have much money to spend now,” he said, adding that a bulk of the fruits had
been left to overripe.While orchards that were growing other types of fruit could still sustain
themselves, he said the smaller orchards that only grew pomelo were struggling.

“Many farmers have been suffering since November last year and seem no longer able to cope since
May,” he said.According to Tan, there are ahout 300 orchards in Tambun and an estimated 12,000
tonnes of pomelos to be harvested annually.“Pomelos are grown according to season, to cater to
Chinese festivals.“The fruits are usually harvested before Chinese New Year between January and
February, and for the Mid-Autumn Festival between August and September.“There would be about
6,000 tonnes of the fruit from each harvest,” he explained.

Tan said 60% of fruits was for the local market while 40% was for the market beyond Perak,
including Singapore and Hong Kong.“It is quite worrying for us as we are expecting a further drop in
sales, especially during the Mid-Autumn Festival,” he added.Pomelos, unlike other seasonal fruits
like durian and mangaosteen, are also considered an optional purchase.

“Not many people set out to buy and eat it,” he said.However, pomelos can be kept for up to one
month.Tan said the Tamhun pomelo was a unique fruit.“You can grow pomelos anywhere but only
those grown in Tambun are of excellent quality.”l hope that the Federal Agricultural Marketing
Authority (Fama) can help us come up with a long-term plan for the industry.”

“All farmers should come together and set up a timetable to manage production so that we have
consistent supply, not just for festivals. “I also hope Fama can find the budget to help us widen the
market and export pomelos to more countries in the future,” he added.

Mohd Kamil Hakim Rozali, 31, berkata, ketika
Perintah Kawalan Pergerakkan (PKP) 1.0
dilaksanakan pada 18 Mac 2020, dia sangat
kecewa dan 'termenung' seketika memikirkan nasibnya tanpa pekerjaan dan pendapatan."Taman
Negara ditutup sementara, jadi saya dan 300 pengusaha dan penggiat sektor ini kehilangan
pendapatan menyebabkan saya dirundung duka.

"Namun, semangat saya kembali pulih apabila dinasihati oleh keluarga supaya mengusahakan
tanaman pertanian komersial di kawasan tanah seluas 0.4 hektar berdekatan rumah,"
katanya.Katanya, dia memulakan tanaman cili kulai fertigasi sejak awal tahun ini menggunakan modal
daripada duit simpanan sendiri dan bantuan keluarga untuk membeli polibeg, peralatan pertanian dan
pengurusan lain. ,

Katanya, dia memilih bidang pertanian atas nasihat dan dorongan daripada Pengurus Pertubuhan
Peladang Kawasan (PPK) Tembeling Tengah."Saya yakin bidang pertanian antara sektor tidak akan
terjejas semasa pandemik Covid-19 dan dapat menjamin masa depan."Saya menanam sebanyak 1,800
benih cili dan memperoleh hasil dalam tempoh lebih dua bulan. Saya memperoleh 100 kilogram cili
yang dipasarkan di Kuala Tahan dan bandar Jerantut.

"Pada pusingan seterusnya, cili diambil oleh pemborong yang datang secara berjadual di pusat
pengumpulan hasil di Felda Sungai Retang untuk dihantar ke pasar Selayang, Selangor dan Pasar Tani
Kuala Lumpur," katanya.

Menurutnya, sehingga ini sudah enam pusingan tanaman ini dipetik dan sudah menikmati pulangan
modal dan sedikit lebihan untuk simpanan dan perbelanjaan keluarga."Saya tidak akan menoleh ke
helakang kerana tidak pasti bila sektor pelancongan di Taman Negara Kuala Tahan kembali bernafas
semula memandangkan penularan wabak ini belum nampak berpenghujung,” katanya.
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
