"Foundet and group
managing director
Zachary Aman sald
the company was
working with a few
partners to sell their
fresh vegetables
through its platform.

“Thls exercise will
continue as we ex-
pand the range of
fresh vegetables avail-
able on our platfarm.

“We are opentonew
partnerships that can
expand ocur smart
farming business model te other
areas in Malaysia and establish
new markets overseas,” he said,
adding thit the focus on part-
nership would be on tech com-
panies and startups with good
business plans.

JustGood has a 4ha plot in
Batang Berjuntai, Selangor, being
cultivated with 10 types of veg-
etables.

Nine types are being growm in-
doors and one outdoors using
smart farming methods.

“We started production at the
Barang Berjuntal farm in Febru-
ary. Simply put, we are practi-
tioners of precision agriculture or
smart precision farming”

Currently, the farm produces
970kg of vegetables
monthly at its one
smart greenhouse
and one conventional
greenhouse.

The company plans
to four to six more
smart: greenhouses at
{ts Batang Berjuntai
farm by year end.

Each smart green-
house is about
6,000sq [t and can

roduce 1,6 tonnes of

resh vegetables a
month.

Zachary polnted out that Just-
Good had an efficlent food dis-
wiburion network starting from
the farms and its smart distri-
bution centre to the consumers’
kitchens.

The ecosystem Is divided into
components covering the *first to
the last mile” and efficiently
reaching a particular consump-
tion point.

“It {5 all about producing qual-
ity and chemical pesticlde-frec
food in a shotter chain that
brings benefit to the people in the
supply chain.

"We are growing highland
crops inlowland in controlled en-
vironments, 50km to 60km from
downtowvm Kuala Lumput.

JustGood Group is cultivating 10 types of vegetables at its 4ha farm in Batang Berjuntal, Selangor.

“We are pushing the bound-
aries of what can be done. For
example, the highland crops that
we grow based on literature can
only thrive in 18°C to 23°C waté,
but we are growing them at 28°C
1029°C.”

“What we have learnt and
achieved through research and

development and our own farm
operations, we pass on the knowl-
edge to our partner farmers asa
‘benefit of being a part of our net-
work,” said Zachary.

He said the company was now
in the process of improving Its
distribution channels and online
presence.
