Fined for illegal
“transportation
of goats

BANDAR PERMAISURI: A lorry
driver was fined RM10,000
by the Setiu Magistrate’s Court
yesterday for transporting 62
goats, worth RM28,470, suspected
to be from Thailand, without
permission from the Veterinary
Department.

Magistrate Ainis Abu Hassan
Shaari meted out the fine on Abli
~ Abdullah, 46, who pleaded guilty
to the charge.

, The cotrt also ordered the

goats to be impounded. ,

Abli ' was charged with
transporting the goats on a
lorry without written permission
from the department at 11.15pm
on Jalan Kota - Bharu-Kuala
Terengganu on Oct 13.

‘In doing so, he had violated the
Terengganu Animals (Contagious
Abortion With Foot and Mouth
Disease Control and Eradication)
Order 2003, which was gazetted
under subsection 36(1) of the
. Animals Act 1953, which provides
a fine of RM15,000.

Abli paid the fine.

Prosecuting officer from the
department Mohd  Shahihan
Mohd Tahar prosecuted, while
Abli was  unrepresented.

Sufficient supply of eggs for Ramadan, Aidilfi tr|

JASIN: The Federal Agricultural Marketing
Authority (Fama) has given an assurance that
supply of eggs nationwide was stable enough
to meet consumer needs throughout Ramadan
and during the Aidilfitri celebrations.

Fama acting director- -general Abdul Rashid
Bahri said there was an increased demand
for grades AA, A and B eggs during the
fasting month as they were the main ingredient
in making cakes, cookies and, food 'for
breaking fast.

“We were made to understand that
suppliers were trying to meet consumer needs.
But the production of eggs for such grades

also depends on the age of the chickens
being reared.

“We have many options, including omega
eggs and kampung eggs in various sizes,” he
told reporters when met at the Direct Sales
From Farms Ramadan Madani@Pasar Tani
event in Merlimau, Malacca yesterday.

Also present were Fama deputy director-
general (Management Services) Rosilawati
Abu Hassan and - state Fama director
Hairudin Yunos. : _

‘Abdul Rashid said Fama would ensure
sufficient eggs in the market and send more
supplies to areas experiencing a shortage, such

as east coast states.

He said Fama also took proactive measures
by holding engagement sessions with industry
players, and as of March 31, the agency
had distributed 21.5 million eggs via 369
outlets nationwide.

“This intervention process will continue
until June, and we will conduct assessments
from time to time to see whether it needs to be
done until the end of the year.

“Currently, Fama receives supplies from
seven states, namely Malacca, Sarawak, Sabah,
Penang, Johor, Selangor and Negeri Sembilan.”

EAICreveals over 1,300

complaints against enforcement
agencies’ inaction since 2020

KUALA LUMPUR: Set up in
2020 to improve integrity among
21 law enforcement agencies
to boost public confidence in
their staff, the Enforcement
Agency Integrity Commission
(EAIC) has to date received 6,683
complaints.

Of these, it investigated 1,113
cases and resolved them, EAIC
CEO Norhayati Ahmad told
a daily in a report published
yesterday.

However, she said that 1371
complaints that the EAIC
received since its establishment
involved enforcement agencies’
inaction during investigations,
failure to provide investigation
updates and failure to inform an
investigation outcome.

“The highest number of
reports we received were of
complaints made regarding these
government agencies for not
doing their work or not taking
the appropriate action.

“Apart from that we also
received complaints of officers
being rude, harsh, abusing their
powers, involved in drug cases
where evidence went missing,
corruption, disobeying the law as
well as offences surrounding the
movement control order (MCO).

“There also have been
complaints regarding displeasure
at receiving a summons, offences
regarding public servants and
the methods used to arrest and
confiscate items,” she was quoted
as saying.

According to Norhayati, the
EAIC has 23 officers to deploy
to the location of an incident to
interview the individualsinveclved
in the investigation.

She said all offences are
punishable under Sections 16, 23
and 26 of the EAIC Act 2009.

She said that if there are
incidents of corruption, the
person would be referred to
the Malaysian Anti-Corruption
Commission which would need to
inform the EAIC within 14 days of
the action it would take since her

commission does not have the
authority to take action in that
area.

She said that enforcement
agents under investigation who
refuse to cooperate with the
EAIC would be reported to their
superiors.

“We'd inform their superiors
and urge them to cooperate.
If they still do not come to us,
we will go to them. They would
avoid us and chide us and be
hard to reach. Not to mention our
officers have been threatened and
hurled with abuses during their
investigations as well,” Norhayati
was quoted as saying.

She said such incidents were
what prolonged the EAIC's
investigations.

But she also said the EAIC is
working to improve its SOP and
visiting the 21 agencies under its

urview to recommend areas of
Improvement to the government.

The 21 agencies under the
EAIC are the: National Anti-Drug
Agency: Malaysian Maritime

Enforcement Agency; Department
of Environment, I[mmigration
Department; Customs
Department; Department

of Occupational Safety and
Health; National Registration
Department; Road Transport
Department; Department of
Industrial Relations; Fisheries
Department; Department of
Wildlife and National Parks;
People’s  Volunteer  Corps;
Department of Labour; Ministry
of Health (Enforcement
Division); Ministry of Tourism,
Arts and Culture (Tourism
Licensing Division), Ministry
of Domestic Trade and Cost of
Living (Enforcement Division);
Ministry of Local Government
Development {Enforcement
Division); Commercial Vehicles
Licensing  Board (Sabah);
Commercial Vehicles Licencing
Board (Sarawak); Registrar
of Business; Civil Aviation
Authority of Malaysia; and the
police.
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
